Course Description:

This course will introduce the student to the hardware and software that comprise a computer
system. Much of the class will be hands-on use of the application software. In this class, you
will use the Microsoft Windows operating system and Microsoft Office for word processing
(Word), spreadsheets (Excel), and presentations (PowerPoint). You will also learn to navigate
the Internet with Internet Explorer software. Through the knowledge and abilities gained in this
class, you will be prepared for success in your degree programs. NOTE: This is a 8 week course
that ends on 3/12/07.

PROJECT 3a: Geocities Web Page: Create a web page about yourself on
Geocities. Geocities is a free web hosting service through Yahoo.com. It won't
cost you anything and if you have a Yahoo email account it is very easy to set

up.

Use the following directions to set up your account and then create a simple web
page using the Geocities web page wizard:

1. Open Internet Explorer, Firefox or another web browser).

2. Go to the web address: http://www.geocities.com/

3. You now see the Geocities welcome page. On the left hand side, click on the
blue hyperlink that says free.

4. Click Sign Up on the right hand side by the GeoCities Free area.

5. If you are new to Yahoo, you will need to fill out the form that is displayed. The
Yahoo! ID you select will be the name of your website so select it carefully. Do
not hit enter until you fill out the entire form. Use tab to move from field to field. (if
you have a Yahoo email account, click on sign in). Once you have created an
account or if you are an existing Yahoo users, you will be asked to select a
category for your website. Pick a category and then hit enter.

6. Click on PageWizards and follow the directions to set up your page.

At the end you'll be given a website address. Post that address in this
discussion.

PROJECT 3b: HTML web page in notepad [ Create an original web page with
HTML. HTML is a computer programming language for making web pages. In
this WebCT discussion, see the attached instructions for how to do this
assignment. Post the resulting html file as an attachment on webct.

DISCUSSION 8: Computer Shopping. Do some shopping for computers on the
internet. Go to http://www.epinions.com/PC_Desktops In your own words,
answer the following (do not copy and paste the answers): What is processor
speed? What is form factor? Is this important to you? Why or why not? What is
Installed RAM? What is hard drive capacity? Now select a Brand of computer
such as Sony, Dell or Gateway. Then select the computer by a processor speed.
Scroll down to view the results (if there isn’'t a computer with a price then click
Back in your browser and select a different processor speed). What computer did
you find? What does it cost? What is the RAM? What is the Hard Drive
Capacity? After you record this information, try a different brand of computer and
record the results for this as well. Post the answers to all the above questions in
this Discussion in WebCT. DEADLINE: Monday, February 12

PROJECT 4: Create a chart in Excel that compares the two computers you found
in discussion 8. Create the Excel chart on comparing computer prices,



processor speed, installed RAM and hard drive capacity. You'll want to create a
different chart for each comparison. NOTE: If you need practice with Excel, you
may do the OPTIONAL assignment for extra credit: Extreme Blading EX 4-46
Excel.

DISCUSSION 9: Netiguette — In this class we’ll be doing several discussions
where you will post your thoughts on different topics. In these discussions (#9-
16), | have certain expectations. Your grade for these discussions will be
determined by the following: 4 points for posting your response (50-100 words), 3
points for giving a working website hyperlink to a website that supports your
ideas and 3 points for correct spelling and grammar. CS110 is a G course which
means that good writing is a goal for this class. My other expectation for the
discussions is that everyone practices good Netiquette. What is Netiquette?
Research this term on the internet (http://www.google.com or
http://www.yahoo.com). Post in your own words what Netiquette is, why you
think it's important and the link to the website where you found the answer.

DISCUSSION 10: Complete the discussions on "How is technology changing the
world?" Is the world different because of the new technological advancements
related to the computer? | would like everyone to discuss one way computer
technology has changed the world. Be sure your posting is 5-10 sentences to
receive full credit for this assignment. Everyone needs to pick a different topic so
be sure to read what others have posted. Find an online article that supports
your ideas on this topic. Also respond to another person’s posting in the class
either expanding on what they posted or asking a questions about their posting.

DISCUSSION 11: Complete the discussion "Can technology make us better?"
Do you think genetic engineering can improve people? Can computer chip
implants make us smarter or healthier? Can cloning extend our lives? Pick one
of these topics or another related one and post your ideas. Everyone needs to
pick a different topic so be sure to read what others have posted before you post
your opinion. Be sure your posting is 5-10 sentences to receive full credit for this
assignment. Find an online article that supports your ideas on this topic. Also
respond to another person’s posting in the class either expanding on what they
posted or asking a questions about their posting.

DEADLINE: Wednesday, February 14

DISCUSSION 12: Join the discussion on "Is science fiction becoming science
fact?" Look into your crystal ball. What do you think will be the next big
computer technology that will change our lives? Take look at science fiction such



as Star Trek. Captain Kirk and Mr. Spock were using futuristic communicators.
Don't they make you think of some technology we have today? How about cell
phones? What about the Jetsons? Sometimes science fiction becomes a reality.
Or what about James Bond? Has any of that technology become a reality?
Look at today's popular science fiction such as Star Wars, The Matrix or James
Bond. What technology do you think will become a part of our future? What
technology do you think is possible? Which technology do you think is
impossible? Be sure your posting is 5-10 sentences to receive full credit for this
assignment. Find an online article that supports your ideas on this topic. Also
respond to another person’s posting in the class either expanding on what they
posted or asking a questions about their posting.

DEADLINE: Wednesday, February 14

DISCUSSION 13: Internet Dating Stories. Internet dating is becoming more and
more popular. One service got a lot of attention recently because they wanted
to limit their membership to only “beautiful” people. Do you think meeting people
on the internet is a good idea? Are there problems that have occurred related to
this? What are some stories you've heard (good or bad)?

Be sure your posting is 5-10 sentences to receive full credit for this assignment.
Find an online article that supports your ideas on this topic. Also respond to
another person’s posting in the class either expanding on what they posted or
asking a questions about their posting.

NOTE: The following Citation Assignment tends to be one of the toughest
assignments. Be sure to give yourself a lot of time for this and maybe plan on
coming in for help.

PROJECT 5a: Citations Assignment: Now you will decide on a topic to research
for this class. Look back through discussions #10-15. Which one did you find
the most interesting and that you’d like to research further? Pick a topic from the
discussions and find 4 online articles on this topic. Make sure they are from 4
completely different sources and not 4 pages from the same website. (For
example, www.starwars.com/inventions and www.starwars.com/ethics are from
the same website and would only count as one source. Once you have your 4
websites, go to http://www.citationmachine.net/ and create citations for a Works
Cited page in APA format. Here is another website that can help with making
citations as well. http://www.apastyle.org/elecsource.html has examples of what
citations look like for websites. Type the citations in Microsoft Word and post
your finished document as an attachment on this discussion. Make sure that the
first line of each citation is not indented but that the rest are indented. See WD
75-120 in the book for help on how to do hanging indents for citations or try this
online tutorial
http://www.nailithow.com.au/word/tutorial32002/word3indenthanging.html (don’t
worry, it's free even though they want you to pay. Just click next at the top to see




each step in the tutorial).

PROJECT 5b: Summaries Assignment. Write a brief summary of each article
you created citations for in Project 5a. What is the article about? Why was it
written? What are the main points of the article? How will this article help with
your report? The summary should be about 4 sentences long for each article.
Write these summaries in Microsoft Word and post the resulting document as an
attachment in this discussion.

PROJECT 6: PowerPoint Presentation: Create a PowerPoint report on one the
topic you researched for Project 5 a and b. Be sure that this report is in your own
words with your own thoughts and ideas on the topic. Then use your research to
support your ideas. Come up with three main ideas on your topic or rather three
different thoughts you have on the subject you pick. Include at least one picture
on each slide. If your report is copied and pasted from your resources then
you'll be asked to rewrite the presentation. Post your finished PowerPoint
presentation as an attachment in this discussion. NOTE: Optional (extra credit)
practice on using PowerPoint: create Nutrition and Fitness Presentation PPT 83-
126. Emalil these practice assignments to my WebCT email account.

PROJECT 7: Report Assignment: Create a Word Report on same topic as your
PowerPoint and research assignments but more in depth. Write a 1000 word
report (see WD100 for help on word count) on the topic plus have a page with
works cited with your four resources (use APA format since this is a computer
science course). If you used more than four sources be sure to include the
others as well. In your report also have a header with your last name and page
number, and a manual page break before works cited page. Be sure that this
report is in your own words with your own thoughts and ideas on the topic.

Then use your research to support your ideas. The report should be five or
more paragraphs long. The first paragraph is an introduction with about three of
your ideas you'll discuss. The second paragraph talks more about your first
ideas with support from your research. The third paragraph talks about your
second idea with support and the 4™ paragraph discusses your third idea with
support. Then your final paragraph is your conclusion with is a summary of your
whole report and/or final thoughts on the topic. Feel free to post drafts of your
report or even just post your ideas here for help developing the paper. Post your
reports as attachments in this discussion. NOTE: You can complete the optional
(extra credit) assignment Biometrics Paper WD 75-120 to learn how to format a
research paper. Email this to my WebCT email account.

DISCUSSION 14: “What would you let a computer do for you?” Would you let a
computer help you do every day tasks? Would you let a computer clean your
house? Cook your meals? Drive your car? Care for your children? Be sure
your posting is 5-10 sentences to receive full credit for this assignment. Find an
online article that supports your ideas on this topic. Also respond to another
person’s posting in the class either expanding on what they posted or asking a
guestions about their posting.

PROJECT 8: Excel Survey. Interview 10 people about their feelings on the last
discussion “What would you let a computer do for you?” Have them answer yes
or no on whether they would let a computer clean, cook, drive a car, care for kids
and one more task you come up with. Create a chart on Excel that shows the
results of your interview. Include a picture or graphic on the document and
format the table with the data so it looks nice. Post this as an attachment on this
discussion.
